Using the long-tail method and A, CO x sts onto smaller needles.  Work x rows in ribbed patt.  When piece meas x”, change to larger needles and cont in St st.  Waist shaping:  Next row (RS):  Armhole shaping:  Shoulder shaping:

Work as for back until armhole meas 4”.  Shape front neck:  Kx, join new yarn and BO x, k to end.

Sleeves

Using smaller needles, CO x.  Cap shaping:

Block pieces to measurements.  Sew shoulder seams.  Collar:  Sew sleeve caps into armholes.  Sew sleeve and side seams.

Caring for your garment

Hand wash garment in cool water with gentle wool wash.  Do not rub or wring.  Squeeze out excess water, then spin in washing machine or roll in towels to remove rest of water.  Lay garment flat to dry out of direct sunlight and shape to original measurements.
